The First Report of Survey Research (2012)
regarding Russian Consumers

Abstract

This paper reports a series of findings obtained through a survey research whose
data collection was executed by a Russian partner firm of Macro-mill Inc. of Japan
during the fall of 2012. Through internet questionnaire form, 247 responses were
obtained from European Russia, Siberia, & Far-East. The analysis of the data re-
vealed several significant aspects regarding the view points of Russian consumers
in evaluating food products imported from foreign countries, which was unknown
in previous studies. The Russian consumers are likely to differentiate the foreign
countries on the basis of their own standards (e.g., safety, quality, and so on) of
the attributes of imported food products. This paper sheds light on the positioning

of the made-in-Japan food products in the Russian market based on the findings.
